pus itself, with each passing year, the 

carbon footprints of students in the second, third and fourth years stand at 7.31, 7.81 and 

a really whopping 9.02 respectively. This clearly is an indication of the increasing effects of 

global warming over the years resulting in massive levels of accumulation. With US and 

UK topping the charts, India is just a few steps below China as far as these footprints are 

concerned.

Strangely as if this 

was not enough, we also managed to hold an intra school sports competition for 5 schools 

and at the same time were successful in initiating the Bitsian Faculty funded  

ôUTKARSH SCHOLARSHIP PROGRAMMEõ for 60 financially distressed students of the 

same 5 schools. 

The next time you take a gum from the òrehri waalasó just remember this - ôminus this 

little could do so much for someone elseõ. Your one rupee has done wonders. It is the sup-

port of such a strongly bound BITSian Junta which always pushes us towards putting in 

that extra effort.

Project Goals For This Semester  
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Gyan Bodh(GB) : Aim of this project is to provide free tuitions to economically backward students. This 

evening school run by the GB team wishes to:  

¶ Teach the children working in rehriõs and CõNot. 

¶ Conduct exams fortnightly to have a thorough check on the studentõs academic improvement. 

¶ Introduce a library consisting of books for kids of all classes. It would be managed by our volunteers 

itself.  

School Adoption Programme(SAP): After giving the students of Bhaas Govt school, the access to 

clean drinking water and distributing sweaters to protect them from the harsh winter, the SAP team 

this semester aims to :  

¶ Provide notebooks and stationary to all the students,  apart from conducting science experiments and 

biweekly academic tests.  

¶ Conduct an annual day for the Bhaas Govt. school and a GK quiz competition for the Khedla school.  

Self Help Groups - Khedla(SHG -K): Having worked for 3 long yrs in the Khedla village, things  

 unsurprisingly started falling in place with 12 women coming forward to form a group and 

thereby supporting our cause of:  

¶ Forming a group of women and getting them trained in basic stitching.  

¶ Making the women proficient in basic mathematics and English, and eventually building a strong 

production unit linked to a good sustainable market.  

Self Help Groups -Harinagar(SHG -H):  Working on the same lines of SHG -K, SHG -H has been able 

to stabilize in a short span of 18 months and has been able to reap considerable profits at the Oasis 2K9 

Nirmaan stall. This semester, SHG -H focus is on:  

¶ Increasing the number of beneficiaries in the centre and finding new permanent markets.  

¶ Creating an SHG bank account wherein the women can deposit their savings and avail loans as well.  

Rural Employment Incubator(REI): The bio-gas plant project finally enters the implementation 

phase with emphasis on the following tasks:  

¶  Meeting the interested families and proposing them the budget details regarding the set up of the 

biogas plant apart from working on availing subsidy from the Government regarding the same.  

¶ Training 2 to 3 masons in biogas plant specifics for proper and efficient maintenance of the plants.  

Inter -Connectivity of Schools(ICS): This sem the ICS team will be busy with the following activities:  

¶ Monetarily helping the  financially distressed kids of the 5 Govt. aided schools of Pilani, through the 

BITS faculty funded ôUtkarsh Scholarship Programõ. 

¶ Monitoring the progress of beneficiaries through the Student -Teacherõs Committee in the schools. 

¶ Conducting spoken English classes in the month of April.
